Description of Activity:

1. Select a light color of bulletin board paper and staple it on your board.

2. Have your students cut out different size branches from brown posterboard.  Also, have one of the students cut out a tree trunk.

3. Staple the trunk and branches to the bulletin board.

4. Trace several leaf patterns and have students cut out many leaves.

5. Have the students choose words to put on each leaf.  In black marker, write the word in the Native language in big print.  For those whose language is not written, try to phonetically sound out the word and write it.

6. Students should continue to add language leaves until your tree is full.  Also, the students could write words on apple or orange cut-outs.
