Objectives:
1.
Name facts they have learned about the moon.
2.
Move to a rhythm on numbered squares.
Estimated time required: 30 minutes

Materials:  
Numbered squares of paper taped to the floor in a circle.



CD’s of different rhythms of music



CD Player



Small numbers to match the floor numbers to draw out of a hat



Physical Education teacher

Technology Integration: Videotape the lesson

Description of Activity: 

1.
The students will walk around the circle of numbered squares to the rhythm of the music; i.e., fast if the music is fast, slow if the music is slow.
2.
When the music stops the students stop on the number they are on.
3.
The teacher draws a number out of the hat.

4.
Person on that number tells one fact they have learned about the moon during the unit. Put the number back in the hat.
5.
Continue playing while changing the rhythm of the music selections until everyone has had a turn.
Assessment:
