Objectives:  
1.
Identify craters and their formation.
2.
Define craters and meteorites.
3.
Create a replica of a crater on the moon’s surface.
4.
Measure and identify one cup.
5.
Simulate the action of a meteorite striking the moon.
Estimated time required: 60 minutes

Aluminum Pie Pans



Plaster of Paris

Pebbles Reflecting on the Moon video from National Geographic society for Educational Films.

Technology Integration: Videotaped the creation of the craters.

Description of Activity:

1. Introduce the video and define crater and meteorite vocabulary.
2. Review the video.
3. Hand out aluminum pans to students.

4. Have students measure 1 cup of Plaster of Paris and spread it over the base of the aluminum pie pans.
5. Then, standing above the pie pans, the students should drop the pebbles (meteorites) into the pans.
6. Before the Plaster of Paris completely hardens have the students remove their “meteorite).
7. Have the students label craters with a straightened paper clip.
Assessment:
