Lesson Plan #2  Moongame

Theme:  Solar System

Topic:  Moon

Grade Level: 2
Subject Areas: Reading, Language Arts, Science

Community Resources: In the future have the students put on a play of “Moongame” for their parents on parents’ night.

Technology Integration: Tape record students reading.

Description of Activity:  
1.
Brainstorm ideas with students about different games. Explain that the story they will read is about a game called hide-and-seek.
2.
Explain to the students that in the story they are going to read, Bear plays hide-and-seek with an unusual companion. Have students read the title and predict what is going to happen and who Bear is going to play with.
3.
At random call on students one at a time to read aloud while taping their reading.  Have other students read silently at their desks.
4.
When the Story is all read, discuss it and have the students tell whether their predictions matched what happened in the story.
Assessment:

· The taped reading sessions and the oral reading checklist.The students will be assessed during their oral reading with the teacher including total number of words read and errors, it also checks comprehension and words that each student to review. The taped reading will be put in each student’s portfolio to show individual growth over a specific period of time.
