Technology Integration: Videotape the cooperative groups.

Description of Activity: 

1. The students will brainstorm as many words as they can that rhyme with (moon).  Write the words on the chalkboard.
2. Split students into groups of 2 or 3 and have them write poems about the moon.
3. When their “sloppy copy” is completed, check for errors and correct and then have each student write their moon poems on crescent-shaped moon paper and have them cut out the shape and glue onto black construction paper.
4. Display the moon poems around the classroom.
5. Have each group complete the Cooperative Group Evaluation .
