Lesson Plan #3 Moongame Pictures

Theme:  Solar System

Topic:  Moon

Grade Level: 2

Subject Areas: Language Arts, Art, Science

Objectives:  
1.
Illustrate their comprehension of the story “Moongame” by Frank Asch.
2.
Create trick pictures.
3.
Recall prior knowledge.

Estimated time required: 30-45 minutes

Materials:
11x18 white construction paper



Colored pencils, crayons, or markers

Community Resources: Display completed pictures in the Art Fair for parents, peers, and staff.

Description of Activity:

1.
Review the “Moongame” story from previous lessons.
2.
Have the students identify other objects that look like the moon.
3.
Have students draw pictures of the objects in the setting to show how they would look so they may “trick” Bear.
4.
Have the students color entire paper just like the books’ illustrations.
5.
On the back of the pictures have each student draw close-ups of the actual objects.
6.
Display completed pictures to the entire class and have the students guess the object that looks like the Moon. When the object is guessed, have the pupil turn over the picture to confirm the actual object used.
Assessment:
