Project Based Learning

Theme: Cycles and Changes

Topic: History of Tribal Fishing 

Grade Level: 4th grade

Subject Area: History, Culture, Technology, Science, and Language Arts 

Objectives: What is measurable?

· Students will learn aspects of the history of Muckleshoot fishing as presented by tribal elders (i.e. 3 or 4 - 1 hour visits)

· Students will participate in a fishing trip with the tribal elders to the Keta Creek Hatchery 

· Students will have the opportunity to fish

· Students will use the digital camera during the unit to document the activities

· Students will choose a picture and write about it to be used with Hyperstudio

· Students will produce a hyperstudio stack to tell about the trip using the digital camera pictures 

· Students will do a hyperstudio presentation during the Salmon Celebration Program for the community

Activities:

· Teacher will contact community elders to set up visits

· Teacher will get permission to go on the field trip, set up date and time, to use hatchery supplies, and get permission slips signed 

· Teacher will assign students into 3 groups

· Teacher will research for any additional information to be used

· Make a KWL chart - filling in the Know and Wonder sections first the Learned section to be completed after the community Salmon Celebration Program presentation

· Elders will visit several times and discuss: the history of Muckleshoot fishing, kinds of fishing, types of fish, sizes (to keep or not), how it's done today, what they will get to do on the field trip, safety

· Students (maybe H.S. kids) will use the digital camera to document the activities

· Field trip and fishing 

Assessment:

1. Students will write a paragraph to go with their chosen picture demonstrating they understand major concepts of the thematic unit 

on The History of Tribal Fishing.

2. Each student will then demonstrate skills using computers in the lab to put together their pictures and paragraphs into a hyperstudio presentation.

3. Each student will read and/or present their hyperstudio page during the Salmon Celebration Program for the community.

4. Each student will write a paragraph summarizing what they liked, disliked, and 2 new things that they learned from their experience.
