Grade Level: 7th- 11th
Subject Area: Language Arts, Social Studies, Culture, and Technology

Objectives: 

· Students will use Microsoft Front Page to build web pages about the Salmon Unit 

· Students will interview students and staff from other grade levels to gather information

· Students will collaborate on what the web page should consist of and how it should look

· Students will gather digital pictures of events 

· Students will scan images for the final product 

· Students will enhance their writing skills by documenting their gathered information

Activities:

Week 1


· Students are introduced to Microsoft Front Page Basics

Inserting text, graphics, GIF images, animated images, digital 

Images, scanned images, etc.

· Explore appropriate web pages on the internet and collect images for use in a salmon web page (list of sites to look for and how to search for clipart should be available)

· Introduction or refresher of scanning software and technique

· Introduction or refresher of how to use the digital camera

Week 2

· Have discussion with the Students regarding the Salmon Unit. How can we use this opportunity to create a web page about the schools activities

· Looking at the schedule for the other classes the students will make a decision on what part of the web page they will be building. How will it look? What kinds of information do we need?

· Work in the classroom with the teacher on writing and interview skills (what?, where?, when?, how?, why?, who?)

· Attend field trips with the classes that are visiting areas outside of school to gather information and digital images. This will require the entire class to be put into smaller groups. Collaborate with the other teachers regarding their fieldtrip locations and dates. 

· Prepare students for what is expected of them (expectations and behavior standards, preparation of camera, clipboard, and questions)

· Class session on questions that could be asked to gather information (brainstorm and document questions on the butcher paper for all to share)

Week 3

· Attend the field trips and begin gathering information to build into an article for the web page

· Begin to build your web pages during lab time using digital images, scanned images, and written information

· Every student has certain responsibilities when building the web page and should contribute to the final product

Week 4

· Students work collaboratively to accomplished the finished product

· Students will save their work to the shared folder so that it can be put onto a Zip Disk for transportation over to the main server for the tribe at the administration building. The Web Master for the tribe will then copy files over to the MTS web page for connection to the Internet.

Assessment:

· Students have a discussion after viewing example web pages to decide what they think makes up a good web site; they set the standard with guidance from the instructor and create a rubric corresponding with the decisions made.

· Students and Instructor decide on appropriate behavior, attitude, accomplishment, etc. during the development of web pages and create a rubric corresponding with the decisions made
