Environment

Grade Level(s):  2-3

Subject Area(s):  Language Arts, Science, Social Studies, Mathematics

Name of Activity:  Kaaudyi:  Some Plants, Planting

Time Requirement:  One week to a year – progressive – especially, if a garden has been planted.

Objective(s):

The students will:

· Participate in a group to set up a class mini-garden.

· Plant seeds to represent the Three Sisters:  corn, beans, and squash.

· Compare and contrast gardening techniques of Laguna.

· Determine the soil composition (through measuring and soil testing activities) for the class garden.

· Document their work using multimedia, personal journals, drawings, write a book about their experience and take photographs.

· Exchange letters with students from out of state – Colorado.

Material(s):  

Seeds (corn, beans, and squash), soil from surrounding communities, small garden tools, soil testing kit, garden tubs with drainage filters, HyperStudio Program, video camera, digital camera, drawing supplies, computers, and children’s literature and information books.

Assessment:

· Teacher observation, completion of books, records for soil testing, multi-media project presentation, journal writing, participation in class play about “The Three Sisters.”

Description:

1. Students will listen to a story, “In My Mother’s House”, during story time and discuss what was learned and about Pueblo gardening.  Each student will write about their experiences with gardening.  

2. Students will listen to a story, “The Three Sisters” brain-storm ideas related to gardening, develop a list of relevant vocabulary for spelling, journal writing, book publishing and a poem for a bulletin board display.
