3. understand how to make water safe for drinking.
4. test the pH balance of their own drinking water at home.
5. graph their own drinking water at home.
6. analyze and discuss the importance of water.

Cultural Concept: Activities can help students living on reservation at Laguna, New Mexico become aware of their drinking water.

Cultural Background: Students will gain information regarding the drinking water in Laguna from local people.

Student Activities:

1. Students will brainstorm in 3 small groups.  Each group will pick a water topic to discuss and share with the class.
2. Students will illustrate the different uses of water.
3. Each group will be responsible for recording and graphing results.
4. Students will do a comparison with Acoma or one of the other nineteen Pueblos on the Internet.
5. Students will use a graphing calculator to graph their findings.
