In Science:

Culture: 
The students will come to appreciate and understand their ancestors by 


working together in recreating a village of the past in the very 



environment their relatives did.

Art:

Part of the preparation for video camera viewing is the actual building of 


the models to reflect the different aspects of the people in the early years.  


Students will also learn the art of claymation as they create models of the 


past.
