Theme:  Cycles and Changes in the Environment

Topic:  Trees

How topic relates to theme:  Understanding the natural processes of the forest can help us to contribute to its survival.

Grade Level:  4-5

Subject Area(s):  Art, Science, Social Studies, Technology

Goal(s):  

·   Recreate a village of the past and show how it evolved to present day.

Objectives:  

The students will:
1. build a village through the art of claymation.

2. Communicate scientific knowledge through art.

Clay (green, brown, black)



Roots gathered from trees



Other art materials (as project develops, these will be defined)

Community Resources:  Members of the community to advise students on cultural information.

Technology Integration:  To create steps for video viewing on the Web

Description of Activity:  

Students will research how the village looked at different stages of time.  Students will make a series of model villages, showing the changes over time.  Figures should be included in the model doing traditional tasks (such as pounding ash, making baskets, etc.).  Students will video the models and edit the video to include in their web-based project.
