Learning Results/Benchmarks/Indicators

Students will use stylistic and rhetorical aspects of writing and speaking to explore ideas and present lines of thought and to reflect on human experience and to communicate feelings and knowledge and opinions.  Students will write or dictate stories or essays that convey basic ideas, have sequence that makes sense and show evidence of a beginning, middle and end.  (Eng./LA p. 20)

Students will gain knowledge about the earth and the processes that changed it.  The student will be able to analyze the relationship between observable weather and the cycle of the seasons.  (Science/Tech. p. 70)

Students Products/Performances

· Create an original legend on how something came to be.

· IIlustrate legend with student-generated pictures.

· Transfer pictures to the digital camera with the help of the teacher.

· Place pictures on HyperStudio stacks and narrate their legend.

Criteria for evaluating student products/performances

· Create an original legend.

· Illustrate the legend with student-generated pictures.

· Digital Camera Art Work.

· Narration of their legend.

Brief description of the task in a prompt format (FAT-P-form, audience, topic, purpose)

You will hear a legend and then create your own.  You will then illustrate your legend to pictures, which will lead them to the digital camera.  You then place the pictures on to a hyperstudio stack and narrate your legend.

Quality

Draws pictures with some sort of sequence.

Not able to sequence any of the pictures.

Quality
Uses the camera without assistance.

Acceptable
Uses the camera with assistance.

Unacceptable
Not familiar with camera.

Rubric #4  Narration of legend

Quality
Narrates a legend with a beginning, middle, and end.

Acceptable
Narrates the legend, using illustrations.

Unacceptable
Not able to narrate legend to illustrations.
