The Tipi

Subject(s):  Lakota, Language Arts, Technology, Art, Social Studies

Grade Level(s):  Kindergarten/8th grade

Goal(s):

· To display an authentic tipi replica and create/illustrate a story on the tipi and on the computer using Hyperstudio™.
Objective(s):

The students will:

· Work collaboratively in pairs.

· Write a story using Native American pictorals.

· Illustrate a story on an authentic tipi replica.

· Create, illustrate, and record their story using Hyperstudio™.

Estimated Time Required:   Two days a week for six weeks.

Materials:  
Brown packaging paper

hot glue gun and glue

Technology needed:  Hyperstudio™ Software, Digital Camera, Adobe Photoshop Software.

Community Resources:  Throughout the project, information was acquired from Lakota community members, local elders, and other outside Lakota resources.

Technology Integration:  Throughout the project, computers for writing, scanning, drawing and displaying will be used.  Cameras and digital cameras will be incorporated into the stack.

Description of the Activity:

Step One:  Kindergarten and 8th grade work collaboratively in pairs creating their stories using the Native American pictorials as a guide.  The students cut and paste the pictorials they used in their story in order on a long strip of construction paper.

Step Two:  Using the pattern provided the students wet the brown paper and scrunch it into a ball.  Spread out the paper to dry.  Next, the students draw their pictorials onto the tipi using their stories and strips as a guide.  Apply color to the pictorials using fine tipped markers in the medicine wheel colors (black, white, yellow, red).  Assemble the tipis using hot glue.  Add toothpicks to hold the front of the tipi together.

Step Three:  The students will take pictures of their completed tipis using the digital camera.  These will be used later in their Hyperstudio™ stacks.

Step Four:  The 8th grade students will begin illustrating the stories using Hyperstudio™.  Kindergarten students will add their suggestions as they progress.

Step  Five:  The students will create 3-Dimensional displays by gluing the tipi to a 3’x3’ cardboard base.  Glue sand around the base of the tipi.  Glue grass on the rest of the base.  The students will hot glue chopsticks or twigs to the top flaps of the tipi and create meat racks using chopsticks and strips of felt.  The students will create a cooking area by hot gluing small stones in a circular manner on the cardboard base.

Step Six:  The Kindergarten and 8th grade students will meet in the computer lab to make final adjustments.  If possible have the Kindergarten students record the text and Lakota language on their stacks and then celebrate the stories and tipis at Parent-Teacher conferences.
