Instruction

Goal:  To foster appreciation the students’ own identity, and to compare differences with other tribes.


Behavorial Objectives:  Students will

1. draw a picture of self dressed in native clothes

2. choose pictures or photos of other tribes

3. explain orally the differences using the picture between self and another tribe

4. label each piece of clothing

Prior Knowledge Needed:

1. Santa Clara Tewa words and English words for clothing

2. Make representational drawing of clothing

Materials and Resources Needed:

1. Chart with names and pictures of clothing

2. Tewa dictionary

3. Tewa recording with names of clothing

4. Drawing paper, colored pencils, crayons

5. Native American magazines, pictures, photos

6. Computer and software

Cultural Content:

Traditional clothing

Lesson Summary and Performance Tasks:

Teacher or a guest explain to students that Indian people all dress differently because of where they live.  Also include in the explanation the designs that are used in decorating the clothing.  Review the names of each item of clothing.  Students can draw and label clothing items with assistance from teacher.   Students say the words orally in English and Tewa and label (using cards with names written on them) to the clothing item put on display.

The students have been learning about clothing, food, and shelter, which are traditionally utilized by their own tribe.  The students will bring other pictures of Native American and display them on a bulletin board.  They are going to compare between their own tribe and two other tribes from different areas.  Students will develop a classroom display using drawings of clothing used by three tribes which depicts the traditional way of dressing for a feast or festivities.  Invite a community member who is from another tribe dressed, or bring the clothing to the classroom and share their information with the students.

Assessment:

l. Establish a portfolio to hold students’ work such as drawing of self as a dancer, dressed in native clothing, drawing of clothing, etc.

2.    Rubric showing how well they understand what was presented to them regarding

differences of clothing using pictures from magazines, internet, or photos to other students.

Extension


Technology Integration:

Students can create Hyperstudio stacks using scanned pictures and write simple description of each item of clothing.


Enrichment/Remediation:

Create a virtual person, that is, have a student dress in native clothes and take pictures so  that the student turns 360 degrees to view the dress from all prespective.
