Lesson Summary and Performance Tasks

In this lesson, the students will review the history of the development of Seminole/Miccosukee patchwork and its significance to the tribe both in the past and today.  Students will begin by filling in a timeline using what they can recall about the topic.  They will take their timelines home and ask their folks to help them fill in more of the timeline.  They will be asked to read and discuss with family members a short historical piece on the development and uses of patchwork for homework.  The second day, they will edit their timelines by comparing them to their reading and to the other family's accounts.    On the third day, they will finalize their timelines by completing the descriptive paragraphs describing each of the significant developments in the history of patchwork and inserting the illustrations. Timelines will be posted in the classroom for reference during the Golden Ratio/Rectangle unit.
