Prior Knowledge Needed:

· The students will be able to state their tribal identity.

· The students will demonstrate the expressive language necessary to describe their natural environment.

· The students will be able to use scissors successfully.

Lesson Summary

This lesson will provide the students with the opportunity to tell what they know about their tribe and culture and to gain knowledge of another tribe and its cultural characteristics.  The students will be presented with information about local foods, traditional clothing, music and the natural environment.   Activities will include locating tribes on a primary map, looking at pictures and/or photographs of the localities (noting plants and animals and general environmental characteristics), creating a representational mural and generating a chart comparing and contrasting the tribal/cultural characteristics.  Activities will occur in both small and large groups with direction and assistance.  Recording will be done by the teacher with shared pen as appropriate.

Performance Task.:

We have been talking about what we know about the Penobscot people.  We have talked about 

· traditional foods,

· regalia worn at drumming and dancing events 

· what our island looks like 

·  what wild animals live on the island. 

·  our weather 

· our music

· and traditional stories and folk heroes.

Now we are going to learn about another tribe from a different part of the United States;  a tribe very different than the Penobscots.  We will discover many new facts about another tribe, then see how they are the same as the Penobscots and how they differ from the Penobscots.  We will record our ideas on a chart and then make a mural representing each tribe.  At the end of our lessons, you will tell the class 3 facts you know about your tribe and three facts you've learned about another tribe. 

Cultural Content:  (representing both tribes)

· Native language vocabulary words

· Recordings of native music

· Examples of traditional regalia

· Retelling of native legend by local ( or visiting) storyteller

· Picture books recounting stories about a local folk

heroes

· Videos of dancers and other in traditional regalia

· Preparation of traditional meals by community group or parents
