Instruction

Goal: Participants will begin to understand how technology can be effectively integrated into their lessons.

Behavioral Objectives: 

· Participants will develop and express a working definition for the term integration.

· Participants will state the definitions for the four areas of technology integration: 'accessing information',  'organizing and manipulating', 'communicating' and 'reporting'.

· Participants will compare and contrast the four areas of technology integration:  'accessing information',  'organizing and manipulating', 'communicating', and reporting.

· Participants will identify technologies that their students can use in each of the four areas of technology integration: 'accessing information',  'organizing and manipulating', 'communicating', and reporting.

· Participants will develop integration activities for an existing lesson.

Prior Knowledge Needed: 

· Basic understanding of Internet searching.

· Basic understanding of word processing.

· Basic understanding of spread sheets.

· Basic understanding of data bases.

· Ability to develop/modify lesson plans.

· Subject matter knowledge.

Materials and Resources Needed: 

· Work space suitable for the expected number of participants to work in groups and individually.

· Sufficient computers, digital cameras, etc. for the expected number of participants.

· Each participant should have available a number of lessons they uses and in which they want to more effectively integrate technology.

· Paper and writing implements

· Chart paper and markers

Lesson Summary and Performance Tasks: 

· Presenter introduces the topic of technology integration, providing examples and discussing the four general areas of technology integration, 'accessing information',  'organizing and manipulating', 'communicating' and 'reporting'.

· Provide each participant with paper and writing utensils and ask them to write a one-word definition of technology integration.

· Ask each participants find a partner and direct the pair to share their definitions and to work together to create a single definition for technology integration.

· Each pair should join another pair to repeat the process of sharing and developing a single definition for technology integration.

· Repeat this process until the group joins into one to create a single definition for technology integration. An example is: "Technology is integrated when it is seamless, effective, and invaluable within the entire educational system."

· Record the technology definition or statement on chart paper for display.

· Break

· Presenter discusses, demonstrates and shares examples of a variety of technologies that support the four areas of technology integration, 'accessing information',  'organizing and manipulating', 'communicating' and 'reporting'. 

· Conduct an inquiry activity to determine what technologies the group has available to them and what technologies are routinely used.

· Combine the participants into groups of 3-5 and ask individuals to share or develop examples of technology integration they have seen, read about or done themselves. These examples should be categorized as to which of the four areas of technology integration they best fit. Alternatively, the presenter can produce written examples of technology integration to start the groups in their discussion of technology integration and in the process of classifying integration activities into the four areas.

· Ask each group to report their best ideas and record them on the chart paper. Have them identify which category of technology integration their example fits.

· Divide the group into two equal parts. Create two circles, one inside the other with each person being a part of a pair of people. One person of the pair should be in the inner circle; one should be in the outer circle. 

· Begin the activity by explaining that the person on the outside of the circle will tell about a lesson they use and together the pair will brainstorm some ways to integrate technology into the lesson.

· After an appropriate amount of time have the outer circle rotate so that new pairs are formed. 

· Repeat the brainstorming activity until each participant has had a chance to discuss their lesson with at least 3 people.

· Have the circles change and repeat the activity so that everyone has a chance to tell about a lesson and brainstorm ideas for technology integration.

· Bring the group together and ask for a few people to share some good ideas that they received as a result of the brainstorming.

· Prepare the group for the next activity by telling them that they will be writing a lesson plan including their new ideas for technology integration.

· Break

· Regroup in the computer lab. Each person should write a lesson plan that includes technology integration activities. If possible, an example of the product of the integration activity should be produced.

· Share lesson plans and have people give testimonials about how their ideas about technology integration, and their ability to do it have changed.

Assessment: 

· Objective: Participants will develop and express a working definition for the term integration. To assess this, monitor the discussions of individuals as they discuss their personal technology integration definition. Collect the sheets of paper upon which they wrote their definition.

· Objective: Participants will state the definitions for the four areas of technology integration: 'accessing information',  'organizing and manipulating', 'communicating' and 'reporting'.  To assess this, monitor the group discussions about technology integration examples and classification.

· Participants will compare and contrast the four areas of technology integration:  'accessing information',  'organizing and manipulating', 'communicating', and reporting. To assess this, monitor the group discussions about technology integration examples and classification.

· Participants will identify technologies that their students can use in each of the four areas of technology integration. The inquiry activity about technologies available to the participants will provide an opportunity to assess this objective.

· Participants will develop integration activities for an existing lesson. To assess this objective, collect copies of the lessons that are newly 'tech integrated'.

Extension

Technology Integration: Word processing should be used to write the lessons. A variety of technologies will be used to produce integration examples. The instructor should use appropriate technology examples.

Enrichment/Remediation: Time permitting organize 'by appointment' sessions to work with small groups or individuals in their integration work. Advanced participants should be encouraged to design a unit along with lesson plans that makes use of available technologies. Participants might include ideas for technology integration that extends beyond those that are available to them as a way to ask for additional technology funding.

Teacher Reflections: The knowledge and most importantly the attitude of the presenter are essential to the success of this lesson. Be prepared to adjust delivery and methods to best fit the group.
